It may 
be applied towards tuition, board, books, etc.  The recipient has one year from the date 
of award to use the scholarship.  If not used within that timeframe, the scholarship will 
revert to the Guinea Heritage Association, Ltd.

The Guinea Heritage Association was formed to celebrate the people and traditions of a 
unique area of Gloucester County renowned for the men and women who work on the 
water.  Each September, the Guinea Jubilee Committee, as part of the GHA, sponsors 
the Guinea Jubilee, a community event that raises money for this scholarship and for a 
future museum.
